Who are we:  Ride High is a Milton Keynes registered charity which aims to change the prospects of some of Milton Keynes most disadvantaged children. We do this by teaching them to ride and care for horses, by helping to develop their social and literacy skills and by facilitating volunteering and work experience placements.  The children we help are all referred to us by childcare professionals and may be suicidal, self harming, in foster care, excluded from school, caring for a parent or living in an environment dominated by poverty, drugs or alcohol. We help over 60 children a week, many on a long term basis, and see remarkable changes in them. 

Aim:  We hope to raise £20,000 to help fund Ride High in 2012.

Group size:  12 in a private group  

Dates:  Saturday 3rdth - Tuesday 13th September

Route:  Rongai Route -  This 5 night, 6 day Rongai climb is the "easiest" good quality route on the mountain (although that really is a figure of speech, all the climbs are tough!) and is also very quiet compared Machame or Marangu which now account for over 70% of all traffic between them. It's a good wilderness climb and especially well suited to climbers who are anything other than super-fit.

The package:  We have put together a good quality tour in a private group organised by The African Walking Company.  The African Walking Company receives the most consistently high levels of feedback from guests, who proudly and repeatedly report that their climb team was significantly more professional than any other they witnessed on the mountain.   As a result we feel confident that they offer the best quality climb experience. Our arrangements are all handled in the UK through Rainbow Tours who won the Guardian/Observer best small tour operator 2009.

Costs and Sponsorship:  Each climber needs to raise a minimum of £3,000 that can come from any combination of personal payment, company donation, matched funding and sponsorships.

The cost of the trip is about £2,000, which Ride High will meet from the donations/sponsorships raised by climbers. It covers flights, all accommodation, guides and porters, tents and camping equipment, all meals, tea and coffee, Kilimanjaro park fees, transfers. Not included are visa entrance fees to Tanzania (currently £38), travel and medical insurances, tips for Kilimanjaro porters and guides, personal equipment, extra drinks, laundry, telephone calls and other personal purchases. 

Before 24th June each climber needs to have sponsorship/donations of at least £2,000 pledged and must send a deposit of £1,000 (cheque payable to Ride High Limited) in order for us to book the place. A total of at least £3,000 must be pledged by 31st July and a cheque for a further £1,000 sent to Ride High Limited.
